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OBJECTIVES

Project Overview

Movement Charter School (“Movement”) currently transports over five hundred students using contracted [Formatted: Not Highlight

vendors. The primary goal of this RFP is to find and establish a long-term relationship with a capable
transportation company that prioritizes safe operations, skilled drivers, modern technology, regulatory adherence,
and budget efficiency. The chosen vendor (“Vendor” or “Contractor”) will be instrumental in delivering students
safely, consistently, and on schedule.

Vendors must offer live GPS tracking on all vehicles, tools to manage drivers and routes, software to handle
student assignments, and an app that keeps parents informed of their child’s vehicle location. Having all of these
systems working together is what makes the difference in keeping students safe, running on time, and staying
compliant with the law.

Key Objectives

Core Operational Objectives

» Live Vehicle Tracking: Keep accurate, real-time GPS data active on all fleet vehicles at all
times so that supervisors can monitor operations and respond quickly to any incident.

+ Driver Safety and Behavior Monitoring: Regularly track and report on how drivers operate
their vehicles — including hard braking, speeding, sudden acceleration, and going off-route
— to encourage safer habits and lower risk.

* On-Time Performance: Increase the rate of on-time arrivals, keep routes running within 1.5
hours, and cut down on vehicle downtime by staying ahead of maintenance needs.

* Clear Communication Channels: Support reliable, two-way communication between
drivers, dispatchers, school staff, and parents using connected apps and messaging tools.

+ Safety: Boost student safety by making it easy to see where vehicles are, how drivers are
behaving, and whether trips are completed, all while staying within required safety
guidelines.
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PROJECT SCOPE

The Contractor agrees to provide comprehensive student transportation services on an as-needed basis.
Services shall include, but are not limited to:

Transportation Coverage

Daily home-to-school and school-to-home transportation with on-time arrival guarantee

Transportation for exceptional children, McKinney-Vento Act students, foster children, 504 Plan students,
and other students with special needs

Athletic events, specialty programs, and school-sponsored activities
After-school program transportation (included in annual package or contracted separately)

Fleet & Vehicle Standards

Annual service pricing shall cover up to twelve (12) school buses. The Contractor reserves the right to optimize
routes and reassign vehicles without adjustment to the approved budget. Spare vehicles and drivers must be
maintained and deployable without significant delay. Vehicle options include:

Standard school bus (Elementary: up to 72 passengers; Grades K-8: up to 58 passengers; Grades 9-12:
up to 44 passengers)

Charter school bus

Executive transportation for school officials (pricing varies by distance/duration)

All vehicles must display the Contractor's name and contact information; no third-party advertising is
permitted on contracted vehicles

Vehicles must carry current inspection certificates, Passenger Vehicle for-Hire (PVH) permits, and
required insurance and registration at all times

Each vehicle must be equipped with an electronic logging device to record the driver’s duty status

Driver Requirements

Drivers must be licensed, experienced, reliable, responsible, healthy, and professionally attired

Each driver must hold a valid commercial driver license (CDL) with the required endorsements and valid
medical certificate. Drivers must carry the CDL and medical certificate at all times during the performance
of the services.

Each driver must pass all CMPD-required fingerprinting, drug testing, and background checks prior to
transporting students

The Contractor must certify that none of its drivers appear on the NC Sex Offender and Public Protection
Registration Program, the NC Sexually Violent Predator Registration Program, or the National Sex
Offender Registry, and provide a signed letter of certification

Each driver must wear a vendor provided photo identification badge while transporting students

Each driver must have a good driving record, and the Contractor shall immediately notify Movement’s
Project Manager in writing if any driver is charged with criminal or traffic offenses, or any conduct
reflecting adversely on their fitness to transport students

To the extent applicable, Vendor shall comply with the Omnibus Transportation Employees Testing Act of
1991. Vendor further agrees that no driver shall be allowed to transport students or personnel if the driver
has ever failed or refused to submit to a drug or alcohol test. In the event one of Vendor’s vehicles is
involved in an accident while transporting Movement'’s students, Vendor agrees that the driver shall be
required to submit to a drug and alcohol screening.

Movement reserves the right to reject any driver at any time, at its sole discretion

Driver training in student management, safety protocols, and any special needs requirements applicable
to assigned students must be completed before service begins
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Safety Requirements

»  Drivers must comply with all traffic laws

« Seat belts are required for all passengers; vehicle occupancy must not exceed number of available seat
belts

*  Wheelchair tie-down required when transporting wheelchair-using students

* No student may be left unattended in a vehicle at any time

« Drivers must conduct a sweep of each vehicle to check for remaining students after every school drop-off
and at the end of AM and PM routes

«  Pick-up and drop-off locations may only be changed with written approval from the Project Manager

» Emergency procedures for accidents, incidents, and delays must follow protocols outlined in the Project
Scope (see Incident Reporting section below)

«  All vehicles must be equipped with operable two-way radios and/or mobile communication devices with
dispatch available on all school days

« Atleast one (1) digital color video/audio camera per vehicle, with storage and output capability;
recordings available to Movement within 12 hours of request

« Car seats, booster seats, and any other age-appropriate safety equipment required under North Carolina
law must be provided at no additional cost

Maintenance Requirements

¢ Vendor shall be solely responsible for the full maintenance of each vehicle used to provide student
transportation services. Each vehicle shall be maintained for roadworthiness. This includes but is not
limited to parts, tires, insurance, and cleaning.

* Vendor shall require drivers to complete a pre-trip checklist to ensure vehicle is in working order before
beginning each AM and PM route.

«  All vehicles must be inspected by a licensed mechanic on a monthly basis during the school year. Vendor
shall make complete reports of these inspections available upon request. A vehicle failing inspection shall
not be used in the performance of the services until such vehicle passes inspection.

* Vendor shall exercise a regular preventive maintenance program. Movement may administer periodic
spot checks of all vehicles and facilities to ensure that vehicles are being maintained in a safe and
roadworthy condition. Vendor shall fully cooperate and submit to any such “spot check” without prior
notice.

Incident Reporting
In the event of an accident, the Contractor shall:
. Immediately contact police, Movement’ Principal s -Transpertation-Department, and the relevant school(s)«
« Ensure the driver undergoes drug/alcohol testing within 2 hours of the incident
«  Submit a police report, drug/alcohol test results, and a written driver statement to the Franspertation
DepartmentPrincipal within 24 hours
« Report any bullying, harassment, injury, or safety incident involving students on board to the school and
provide a student referral form within 24 hours

*  Promptly notify the Transportation Department when a PVH citation or driving violation is issued and
submit a corrective action plan

Compliance Requirements

« To the extent applicable, Vendor shall hold operating authority from the Federal Motor Carrier Safety
Administration. A copy of Vendor’s documentation of this authority shall be furnished to Movement upon
execution of the resulting Contract and upon request during the term of the Contract.
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« To the extent applicable, Vendor shall maintain a satisfactory or conditional safety rating from the United
States Department of Transportation or the North Carolina Department of Transportation. Vendor shall
provide documentation of its current safety rating upon execution of the Contract and upon request during
the term of the Contract. Vendor shall notify Movement immediately of any change in Vendor’s safety
rating.

» Unless an exemption applies, Vendor shall require each driver to record the driver’s duty status for each
24-hour period

* Vendor must have a passenger vehicle for-hire company operating certificate

Billing, Mileage & Invoicing Requirements

Mileage is calculated from the first pick-up point to the last discharge point on each predetermined route. The
following billing standards apply:
» Invoices must be submitted no later than the first (1st) working day after the close of each service week

* One (1) reminder will be issued for a missing invoice; thereafter a penalty of ten percent (10%) of the total
invoice amount will be applied

* Allinvoices must be accurate and complete at submission; one (1) correction opportunity is permitted per
invoice — additional errors trigger the 10% penalty

* Invoices must be submitted in the required Microsoft Excel format and emailed to Accounts Payable

» Separate invoices are required for: Exceptional Children (EC), McKinney-Vento (MKV), MKV Afterschool
(MKV-AS), Foster Students (DSS), 504 Students, and Time-and-Distance (Trans) trips

* ACH payment enroliment is required; vendors will not be paid until fully enrolled

* No services may be rendered without a fully executed Purchase Order (PO); vendors must notify the
Project Manager at least one (1) week in advance of PO depletion

+  [Forlany trip delivered more than 30 minutes late (morning bell or dismissal), payment shall be reduced to
50% of the normal fare; for trips not performed, no payment is due

» Cancellation of student pick-ups must be communicated by parent or school at least 60 minutes before
scheduled pick-up to avoid a no-show charge
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PRICING STRUCTURE AND DEFINITIONS

The Contractor shall propose firm, fixed pricing for all transportation services described herein. All rates must be
fully inclusive of labor, fuel, vehicle costs, insurance, administrative expenses, and all other costs necessary to
perform the required services. A supplemental annual package rate structure may also be proposed where
applicable.

Base Rate Categories

Charges shall be applied according to the following categories:

Standard Per-Mile Rate

» Base Unit Price — Per Mile, Per Student: The base per-mile rate applied to each student
transported when no special conditions or surcharges are triggered.

* Additional Student Charge — Same Address & Same School: No additional mileage is
charged for a second or subsequent student traveling from the same address to the same
school.

* No-Show Charge — No Advance Notification: Assessed when the Contractor is not notified at
least one (1) hour in advance of a schedule change, resulting in a dispatched vehicle with no
student to transport.

*  Minimum Trip Charge — One Way: A flat rate for short trips (approximately 8 miles or less
one-way). Does not apply when the Additional Student or No-Show charge is the appropriate
billing.

*  Wheelchair Pickup — Per Student, One Way: Applies when a wheelchair-using student
requires specialized transport. Additional non-wheelchair students on the same route billed
only for incremental mileage.

*  Monitor / Nurse Charge — Same Address & Same School: A fixed charge when a monitor or
nurse is transported from the same address as the student; no mileage charged. If the
monitor/nurse boards from a different location, only additional mileage incurred is billed.

* Solo Rider — Per Trip: A supplemental fee per trip when a student must ride alone due to IEP
or 504 Plan requirements.

Annual Package Rate (Optional Structure)

In addition to per-mile pricing, vendors may propose an annual package rate covering up to twelve (12) buses.
Technology and parent tracking must be included. New school location additions shall be priced incrementally.
Vendors must clearly indicate whether after-school transportation is included within the annual package or
contracted separately.
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INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS

The Contractor shall maintain all required insurance with companies authorized to do business in the State of
North Carolina. Certificates of Insurance must be submitted before work begins and kept current throughout the
Contract term. Movement k’nay waive or modify these requirements only in writing.

Automobile Insurance

»  Minimum coverage: $5,000,000 combined single limit per accident/occurrence

«  Must cover all owned, non-owned, and hired automobiles

» If vehicles are leased from individual drivers, scheduled auto coverage is required with each vehicle VIN
listed on the Certificate of Insurance

* The Certificate of Insurance must list the “Movement Charter School” as Additional Insured

* Separate auto insurance certificates from individual drivers will not be accepted

Commercial General Liability Insurance

«  Minimum coverage: $5,000,000 combined single limit per occurrence/annual aggregate

* Must include contractual liability coverage

* The Certificate of Insurance must list the "Movement Charter School” as Additional Insured for
Commercial General Liability

« If drivers are independent contractors, individual CGL certificates for each driver are required prior to
transporting students

Workers’ Compensation & Employer’s Liability

* Vendor must have workers’ compensation insurance at a sufficient limit as required by North Carolina law
- $1,000,000 each accident

» $1,000,000 disease — each employee

« $1,000,000 disease — policy limit

Sexual Abuse/Molestation Liability

«  $100,000 per person
«  $300,000 per occurrence

Cancellation Notice

All Certificates of Insurance must show that Movement will receive at least 30 days’ written notice of policy
cancellation prior to the listed expiration date. This notice may be shown in the Description field of the Accord
form.
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TECHNICAL & OPERATIONAL REQUIREMENTS

Technology Standards

« Electronic logging device equipped to record the driver’s duty status

*  GPS tracking installed and active on all fleet vehicles, with real-time data accessible to Movement and
school administrators

» Parent-facing tracking application providing real-time vehicle location and student status

» Student assignment portal — electronic trip request and tracking system with assignment status visibility

«  Two-way communication devices or mobile telephones with dispatch available on all school days

» Atleast one (1) digital color video/audio camera per vehicle with storage and output capability; footage
accessible to Movement within 12 hours of any request

« Real-time natification system for delays, incidents, and route deviations

Background Check & Safety Compliance

» All background checks, drug screenings, and specialized training must be completed through Contractor
» Annual fees for background check compliance are the responsibility of the Contractor

» The Contractor must certify in writing that all sex offender registry checks have been conducted for
proposed drivers and will be conducted for any new hires

School Branding (Optional)

Vendors may offer optional school-branded vehicle markings to promote school identity and visibility. Start-up
branding costs, if any, must be disclosed in the proposal. No third-party advertising may be displayed on
contracted vehicles.
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CONTRACT TERM & CONDITIONS|

Contract Term; Renewal; Termination
The resulting contract (“Contract”) shall be established for a base term of three (3) years.

Following the three-year term, the Contract may be renewed on an annual basis, contingent upon the Contractor’s
satisfactory performance, as determined solely by Movement and in accordance with all performance metrics,
service requirements, and contractual obligations. Movement will provide written notice of intent to exercise each
annual renewal option no later than 60 days before the end of the then-current term.

The Contractor shall have the right to terminate the Contract for good cause and in good faith by providing 60
days’ written notice to Movement. Movement shall have the right to terminate the Contract for good cause and in
good faith by providing 60 days’ written notice to the Contractor. Movement shall have the further right to
terminate the Contract immediately and without prior notice upon the Contractor's material breach of a term of the
Contract. In addition to any other remedies available to Movement in law or equity, Movement may procure upon
such terms as Movement shall deem appropriate, student transportation services substantially similar to those so
terminated, in which case the Contractor shall be liable to Movement for any excess costs for such similar
services and any expenses incurred in connection therewith.

Contract Default

Failure to comply strictly with any term of the Contract shall be deemed an event of default and may result in
termination of the contract, financial penalties, and any other remedies available under law or equity. The
Contract shall also be deemed in default if the Contractor’s business is sold, closes permanently, or otherwise
changes hands during the Contract term without prior written approval by Movement.

Contract Assignment

.The Contractor shall not sell, transfer, or assign any of Carrier’s responsibilities under the Contract or the
Contractor’s interest in the Contract to any assignee without prior approval of Movement.

Confidentiality

All information provided by Movement in connection with this RFP must be treated as strictly confidential and
used solely for the purpose of preparing a response. Student data privacy and security obligations shall survive
termination or expiration of the Contract.

Student Data Collection & Privacy (K-12 North Carolina)

The Contractor shall comply with all applicable federal and state student data privacy laws, including FERPA,
N.C. General Statute § 115C-402 (Student Records Confidentiality), and N.C. General Statute § 115C-402.5
(Student Data Privacy Act). Failure to agree to Student Data Collection & Privacy requirements shall result in
disqualification.

The Contractor shall:
* Collect and access only the minimum student data necessary to perform contractual services
* Not sell, lease, or otherwise monetize student data
* Not use student data for marketing, advertising, or product development
* Not disclose student data to any third party without prior written authorization from Movement

« Maintain appropriate administrative, technical, and physical safeguards including encryption in transit and
at rest
*  Notify Movement within 24 hours of any suspected or confirmed student data breach
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« Return a copy of then securely destroy all student data with written certification of destruction within 7
days of contract termination

« Ensure all subcontractors comply with identical student data privacy obligations

While the intent is to award a contract to a single vendor for all services, Movement reserves the right to make
separate awards for different service components or to reject all proposals if such action is in the best interest of
Movement.

Evaluation Process

The evaluation committee may request oral presentations or discussions with any or all vendors for clarification.
Vendors should not rely on a request for additional information — all proposals should be complete and reflect the
most favorable terms available. Movement reserves the right to negotiate with one or more vendors and to require
a Best and Final Offer (BAFO) based on discussions.

Post-Award Project Review Meetings

The Vendor shall participate in periodic project review meetings at the request of Movement. Meetings will cover
project progress, performance metrics, issue resolution, continuous improvement opportunities, and any other
pertinent topics. An annual meeting will be held in the summer before each school year begins to review
expectations. Semi-annual evaluations will be conducted using the Contractor Evaluation Form (Attachment C).

Periodic Status Reports

The Vendor shall provide management reports to the Project Manager as needed, including: work accomplished
during the reporting period; work to be accomplished next period; any real or anticipated problems; and
notification of any significant deviations from agreed-upon plans or schedules.

Dispute Resolution

During contract performance, both parties agree to resolve disputes informally first. Claims by the Vendor shall be
submitted in writing to Movement’s Project Manager. Claims by Movement shall be submitted to the Vendor’'s
Contract Manager. Both parties shall negotiate in good faith within a mutually agreed time frame. If unresolved,
either party may exercise available remedies under the contract or at law.

Data Confidentiality and Security Agreement

As a condition of award, the successful Vendor will be required to execute a Data Confidentiality and Security
Agreement covering students’ and employees’ personally identifiable information (PII). This agreement survives
termination or expiration of the contract.

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ATTACHMENT G: BACKGROUND CHECKS
